What you need to do

Islands in the Hauraki Gulf provide  
sanctuaries for native plants and animals 

You can help keep it that way

Rats can squeeze through a 12mm gap, and mice through a 7mm gap!

Mice, insect pests and the invasive rainbow skink could hide in your bag.       

Weed seeds cling to clothing and shoes.

Soil on shoes or gear may carry unwanted plant diseases.
