From Fletchers Bay you embark on an 8km (3-4 hour) self-
guided walk graded ‘moderate’ by the Department of
Conservation, which follows an old bridle path above the coast.
(Or you may stay on the bus for the scenic drive.)

At Stony Bay you are met with refreshments, have a rest and
maybe a swim, and then travel back to Coromandel Town.
